1) Preliminary Business 
a) Call the Meeting to Order—Michael Smith called the meeting to order at 6:01 p.m.

a) 90.1 signal discussion: Christy reported that the 90.1 signal has been restored thanks to the hard work of many people. The newly enabled signal is through an internet connection provided by Royce Henninson of Royce’s Electronics. There are still some quality issues to be fine tuned, but overall the signal appears to be stable. The board discussed the need to continue pursuing signal strengthening efforts by enlisting the help of Gray Haertig, the engineer from Oregon who originally designed the KZMU transmitting system. Christy also reported that a signal outage notice was given to the FCC, and that a copy of that notice is in KZMU’s public file. She also indicated that an ad will appear in the next edition of the Times Independent thanking our listening public and all the volunteers for their patience.
b) Programming: Christy reported on the need for all DJs to document the songs that are being played in order to be in compliance with new regulations. New requirements include that each DJ keep a log of each song played (including the album/cd that it comes from, start times and ending times). This new documentation effort represents a strain on the resources of our community radio station, but we are committed to doing our best to comply with these new requirements

c) Board Vacancy: Michael Smith announced that this meeting concludes his 2-year term as a KZMU board member, and that he will not be continuing on. He also referred a letter of intent from Brian Quigley who would like to become a member of the Board of Trustees. Michael said he has given a copy of Brian’s letter to Susette Weisheit, head of the KZMU nominating committee, so that she may schedule an interview with Brian.
