I've been asked again to present on behalf of rural radio in the region for "¡Globalquerque!", the world music festival held in late September in Albuquerque, NM.  The development of this relationship is hoped to provide eventual cultural enrichment for Moab, to strengthen multicultural health and expand programming and partnership opportunities between Moab Valley Multicultural Center and the demographics we collectively serve.  World music artists regularly travel from NM through Moab without stopping, and I'm working on creating fundraising performances with the production and funding assistance of the Utah Humanities , the MVMCC, and  Globalquerque's supporters, such as KSUT, KUNM, and Native American Kohanic Broadcasting .
